Background

Fire Safe Services Ltd began trading in January

Centurion Safety Products

It was during the reign of Queen Victoria that Centurion Safety Products first began producing
protective headwear for workers. Established at Thetford in 1879 as the Patent Pulp
Manufacturing Company, Centurion originally produced a range of pulpware products, which
included pith helmets for the army.

These days, the company manufactures more than pith helmets. Its Centurion brand covers a
comprehensive range of industrial safety helmets and accessories including face screens,
welding shields and ear defenders. The acquisition of Martindale Protection greatly increased
the company's range of respiratory protection equipment, now manufactured under the
Martindale brand. This includes sophisticated powered respirators, compressed air equipment
as well as fresh air equipment.

With safety ingrained in the company from its earliest beginnings, Centurion cannot afford to
take any chances with product quality and consistency, and its long history with BSl is
testament to its commitment to these areas.

How does Kitemark® benefit public and commercial buildings?

For those who manage the public or commercial facilities the safety of the building - and
those in it - is of primary concern. Whether occupants are staff, visitors or contractors they
need to ensure that the facilities offered do not pose any undue risks or faults. Kitemark
certified products or services can help you demonstrate that you have applied best practice,
shown due diligence and mitigated as much risk as possible.

FIRE DETECTION:
Where evacuation of occupants is a complex, difficult, distressing and sometimes dangerous
exercise fire detection is a key factor:

Fire Alarm Systems:

Every year the fire service responds to a huge number of false alarms generated by
automatic systems. This is a big drain on resources and means the response to a real fire
may be adversely affected because appliances and crews are dealing with false alarms.
Much of the problem with false alarms can be traced to alarm systems that are poorly
designed, installed, commissioned and maintained. This usually happens when inexperienced
suppliers have been used and explains why the Chief Fire Officers Association (CFOA)
recommends that fire and rescue services require the use of 3" party certification schemes.

The guidance from CFOA needs to be considered alongside the recently introduced
Regulatory Reform (Fire Safety) Order (RRFSO). This makes it clear that the responsibility for
fire safety lies with the users, occupiers and owners of buildings and not with the fire service.
For public and commercial buildings this means that those who specify or purchase the alarm
systems would be well advised to use only 3" party certified suppliers otherwise it may prove
difficult to show that they have met their obligations for “due diligence” under the RRFSO.

CFOA further recommends UKAS approved certification schemes and one of the most widely
recognised of these is the Kitemark for Fire Alarm Installers operated by BSI. Because the
Kitemark scheme is in a modular format, allowing companies to gain certification in any or all
of the elements for which they are qualified i.e. design, installation, commissioning or
maintenance, it is particularly beneficial to specifiers as it allows them to instantly know the
capabilities and range of services available from a particular supplier.

Smoke and Heat Detectors:

Smoke detectors or sensors are sensitive to smoke in the surrounding atmosphere.
Photoelectrical or optical smoke sensors use a Light Emitting Diode (LED) and a photodiode
sensing element. Smoke particles entering the chamber cause the LED light to scatter, this
triggers an alarm status. lonization smoke detectors use an ionization chamber where smoke
particles enter the chamber, attach themselves to the ions and so impede the generated
current flow which causes the alarm to trigger.

Heat detectors, detect changes in ambient temperature and send an alarm state to the control
and indicating equipment — the main switchboard of the fire detection system. Rate of rise
detectors measure the speed with which the air temperature rises and fixed temperature
detectors react when a set temperature is reached.

These detectors fall into two categories and the difference affects a building’s ability to handle
any fire effectively. Addressable detectors offer a more intelligent response by sending
information to the central control system that will show you exactly where in the building the

fire is, what fire extinguishing system was triggered (eg water mist), how the fire was detected
(eg manual call, or specific detector type). This information may be sent directly to the local
fire service to ensure immediate response. Conventional detectors will also send information
to the central control system but it may only give the approximate location of the fire.

Sounders:

Sounders or fire alarm devices are the fire detection and alarm system’s means of alerting
occupants to potential or imminent danger from fire. Sounders may vary in size and shape
and the sounder output varies in level, frequency range and temporal pattern. However, all
must comply with the requirements of the same product standard BE EN 54-3:2001. There
are two types of sounder — outdoor and indoor. The main difference between the two being
the level of protection against the ingress of water or foreign bodies by using rubber seals,
exterior housing design and the severity level of the environmental tests performed. The
majority of sounders are designed for connection to fire alarm system control panels and are
usually rated to operate from a 24V supply. There is however variation across different fire
alarm systems and fire alarm equipment manufacturers.

Voice alarms:

People may sometimes react quicker and more appropriately to clear instruction than to the
sound of bells or sirens. Voice alarms incorporated into a fire detection system can relay clear
and precise speech messages, helping to minimise uncertainly and confusion in an
emergency situation. With the introduction of the new European standard for voice alarm
control and indicating equipment in 2008, manufacturers of such products can now display
their compliance through Kitemark certification.

Smoke alarms for the deaf or hard of hearing:

Smoke indicators for the deaf and hearing impaired take one of two forms; visual, with the use
of a beacon; or tactile, in the form of a vibrating pad placed under a pillow. Installation of a
visual smoke alarm in sleeping accommodation satisfies Part M of the Building regulations.
Kitemark certification is available for the smoke/heat or CO detectors and/or the individual
component parts which make up the Kkit.

FIRE FIGHTING & SUPPRESSION:

Fire Extinguishers:

All fire fighting should be left to professionals. However, there may be instances when a fire
discovered at a very early stage can be quickly extinguished with a suitable fire extinguisher
and so avoid a major evacuation. For public and commercial buildings this can be vital in the
maintenance of a smooth and safe service for occupants as prompt action can prevent the
fire escalating into a full scale incident.

It is crucial that all extinguishers are tested to the appropriate standards and that they carry
the correct certification marks. The Kitemark shows that the product has been tested to the
relevant standard BS EN 1866-1 and being Kitemark-certified qualifies the product for CE
marking compliance against the Pressure Equipment and Marine Directives.

Water mist systems:

These have regularly proved to save life when used in fire incidents and operate in a similar
way to standard sprinkler systems. However, when activated, instead of a heavy spray, they
produce a fine mist of water. The steam which is produced effectively uses the energy of the
fire against itself, by cooling down hot objects and creating an atmosphere which does not
support combustion. The three types of mist system are a) low pressure up to 12.5 bar, b)
medium pressure over 12.5 but under 35 bar and c) high pressure over 35 bar.

Fire blankets:

These are an effective method of smothering fire on a person, for example, if their clothing
should catch light during a fire. Some fire blankets can be multi-use and this should be clearly
indicated on the packaging. If a blanket is for single use it must not be reused as the blanket's
capabilities will have been compromised. There are fire blankets specifically for industrial use.

EVACUATION:

Emergency lighting:

Emergency luminaires (lights) are a vital Health & Safety component of any public building.
They provide a degree of illumination in the event of a power cut or fire. Most importantly, if
sited correctly, the emergency lighting will provide a degree of illumination in what could be a
smoke filled building, indicating the location of an exit or simple orientation which would
enable the occupant to determine his or her location in the building. This is particularly
important in public or commercial buildings which may be complex in layout and where the
occupants may not be familiar with the location of exits. In an emergency situation you will
need to evacuate people with varying degrees of mobility and being able to see or be guided
by a level of lighting will prove essential. Kitemark certification is available on the actual
system installation as well as a range of actual lighting products.

DON'T JUST CALL FOR STANDARDS!

Many of those involved with specifying materials for building maintenance and
construction projects don’t realise that, even when they state that products must meet
relevant standards, they still have no real guarantee of performance and quality. Rob
Hine of BSI (British Standards Institution) explains.

Most BS and BS EN standards detail criteria relating to particular products. It seems a safe
assumption, therefore, that when specifying products for purchase, all that’s needed to ensure
that they will provide adequate quality and performance is a stipulation for them to meet the
appropriate standards. Unfortunately, the real situation is not quite that simple, the reason
being that many standards allow manufacturers’ declarations.

This simply means that the manufacturer need do no more than declare that its products meet
the standard or standards in question. Of course, if challenged, the manufacturer must be
able to provide evidence that the appropriate documentation exists to support this claim, and
that any necessary tests have been successfully carried out. The important phrase here,
however, is “if challenged”.

Because of the universal lack of resources for enforcing standards compliance, few if any
manufacturers are ever called upon to justify their declarations unless some form of accident
takes place, by which time it is arguably too late.

It is also worth noting that self-declaration doesn’t only apply to individual standards. It is very
often used in relation to CE marking, but in the case of goods imported into the European
Union it will be the importer rather than the original manufacturer who will be responsible for
making the declaration.

Of course none of this should be taken to indicate that deliberate abuse of the self-declaration
system is widespread among manufacturers or importers. Most are conscientious and will
have carried out the work that they feel is necessary and appropriate to back up their
declarations.

Unfortunately, this still leaves specifiers with two problems. The first is that there will always
be a tiny minority who succumb to the temptation of avoiding the cost and effort involved in
testing their products properly. The second is that there will be manufacturers and importers
who believe that they have acted correctly but, because their procedures have not been
verified by a third party, may still be offering non-compliant products, albeit inadvertently.

So what’s the solution? The answer is to look for products that are covered by third party
certification schemes, such as the Kitemark schemes operated by BSI. To gain a Kitemark
licence, no manufacturer can simply claim that its products comply with relevant standards; it
has to prove it through product testing. In addition, the procedures used for to make the
product must be audited and verified as appropriate and adequate.

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Manufacturing and even procurement procedures will also be evaluated by the scheme
assessors prior to the granting of a licence, to ensure that product quality and performance is
consistent. Further, licensees are subject to searching reassessments at regular intervals —
typically annually — to make sure that there have been no adverse changes in the products or
in their method of manufacture.

So a specifier who calls for a product covered by a third-party quality mark scheme like the
Kitemark scheme can always be absolutely sure that they know what they are getting.

And there is another advantage. It is established procedure to save time and effort by reusing
parts of old specifications in new ones. That's fine, but it's important to note that standards
are evolving all the time. If the reused sections refer directly to standards, therefore, it is very
possible that the references will be to obsolete versions.

On the other hand, the best third-party quality schemes are automatically updated as
standards change. Therefore references to a product covered by a Kitemark licence, rather
than complying with a particular standard, will always be current.

Specifiers invariably want materials that are guaranteed to offer performance, quality and
safety. Calling for products that meet specific standards does not, however, provide this
reassurance — the real solution is to rely only on third-party certification and recognised
quality marks.
